A second mobile unit is also being planned that will move around to other facilities.

• Athletes, who have demonstrated outstanding success in their sport 

• Builders, including coaches, officials, volunteers, executives and others who have made 

significant contributions to sport development 

Nominations are open. The Town is accepting nominations for the inaugural 2026 induction year.
